It was additionally 
acknowledged for providing value to the community that could easily be replicated in 
other municipalities.  
 
“We are extremely proud of the job that our police department does for the Buffalo 
Grove community,” said Village Manager Dane Bragg. “Engaging with stakeholders as 
often as possible is part of the core philosophy of all Village departments.” 
 
The purpose of P-CORE is to actively engage with the community to improve 
relationships through the collection, analyzation and dissemination of data and 
information at neighborhood meetings, community events, through social media and a 
variety of other communication channels. 
 
Crime Prevention Officers coordinate the Citizen Police Academy, Junior Citizen Police 
Academy, facilitate block party requests, and distribute the annual citizen survey.   
 
The Police Social Worker is a licensed clinical practitioner who works within the police 
department to deliver resources and support to community members impacted by crisis.  
 
All members of the Community Relations Unit are Crisis Intervention Team (CIT) 
members, allowing them to address a wide array of mental health emergencies.
