This value is
converted into an assessment,
which is one component in the
computation of real property tax
bills.

Yard Waste
Drop-Off
City residents may bring yard waste
materials such as branches, leaves,
grass, and garden waste to the Public
Works Facility on West Lucas Avenue
for drop off M-F 7:00 AM-3:00 PM; SAT
7:30AM-3:30 PM. Please deposit
materials in the correct locations for
brush and compost. 
 
Leaf Collection
Fall leaf collection will be scheduled as
determined by the Public Works
Department. 
 
Dog Licensing
Every dog owned or harbored in New
York State for longer than 30 days must
be licensed in the town, city, or village
where the dog is being harbored. City
residents may apply for or renew a dog
license in the Office of the City Clerk in
City Hall. All dogs must be licensed by
the age of 4 months. Proof of current
rabies vaccination and, if applicable,
the spay / neuter certificate must be
presented at the time of licensing.  
Spayed / Neutered = $12.50/dog
Unspayed/Unneutered = $20.50/dog
