2. Only one motorized vehicle with a max. height of 15’- each vehicle max. length of 32’.
3. Additional vehicles may be allowed with approval.

4. All drivers must be at least 18 and provide proof of insurance and valid driver’s license.

5. For safety reasons. No candy to be thrown or handed out. No Literature of any kind to
be handed out during the parade. Please contact the chamber for opportunities to distribute
literature.

6. Adults must accompany any child. No child may walk alongside a vehicle.
7. No one will be allowed to ride or stand on running boards, fenders, or hoods of cars/trucks.

8. Due to the timing of the parade, groups with children under the age of 16 will not be
permitted to walk.
