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At the heart of our history is our downtown. Our
DDA works hard at honoring our history and
shaping the future for our downtown.

In 1844, John and Deborah Green arrived and
purchased a plot of land and built a dam and
sawmill. More settlers quickly arrived, including
a millwright, blacksmith, carpenter, and doctor,
who all settled in Greenville in 1845. The first
merchant arrived in 1846, and a small business
district began developing along Lafayette
between Washington and Cass.

Today, Greenville’s downtown contains 60
contributing buildings dating from the later
nineteenth and early twentieth centuries; the
oldest dates to 1869. Most of the structures
are commercial blocks located along Lafayette,
housing businesses on the first floor and office
space or social meeting spaces on the upper
floors.

In an effort to preserve this history, a Downtown
Historic District was established in 2008. This
Historic District is listed on the National Register
of Historic Places.
