actuarial report.

They also reviewed a request from the Finance Officer for permission to amend the budget to move $600,000 from the
Unreserved Balance of the General Fund to Bonds and Insurances line 101-851-714.000 MERS and to move money from
other unexpended line items within that budget to line 714.00 in an aggregate amount of $288,575 for a total increase of
$888,575 to line 714.00 and to send $1,027,486.19, along with $259,367.81 in forfeiture funds for a total of $1,286,854 as
an additional payment to MERS for General Fund Units 01 Courthouse Employees ($616,450) 02 Sheriff Admin
($108,865), 10 POAM ($391,153), 11 AFSCME (8$153,747) 15 Closed Act 345 ($16,639). Further $56,640.55 from the
Unreserved Fund Balance of Special Revenue Fund 210 EMS with $61,646.45 in forfeiture funds for a total of $118,287 to
unit 05 EMS and $12,489.35 in forfeiture funds to 14 Parks.

These numbers reflect for the General Fund and EMS the unfunded actuarily accrued liability for the units in the 2020 year
end report. The Parks numbers reflect the forfeited funds on hand.

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ROAD PROJECT ASSISTANCE RESOLUTION
Mecosta County Chapter — Michigan Township Association

At their quarterly meeting on October 25, 2021, the Mecosta County Chapter of the
Michigan Townships Association made note of the following facts:

Given that the maintenance of a quality road system is a top priority for the citizens of Mecosta
County and their representatives in township government.

Given that many parts Mecosta County’s road system is in extremely poor shape as objectively
measured by the P.A.S.E.R. system

Given that the Mecosta County Board of Commissioners is controlling an extremely large
reserve in their general account.

Given that any financial losses suffered by Mecosta County from the pandemic can be
reimbursed from the recent A.R.P.A. grant of $8.4 million dollars received by Mecosta County.

Given that the Mecosta County Road Commission is assigning $1.0 million dollars of their funds
to the townships of Mecosta County to be divided equally for local projects in the respective
townships at the discretion of those townships.

At their quarterly meeting on October 25, 2021, and by unanimous vote of those
present, the Mecosta County Chapter of the Michigan Townships Association passed
the following resolution.

The Townships of Mecosta County, through their mutual organization of the Mecosta County
chapter of the Michigan Township Association, call upon the Mecosta County Board of
Commissioners to match the monies assigned by the Mecosta County Road Commission for
township road projects.

The Townships of Mecosta County call upon the Mecosta County Board of Commissioners to
transfer monies in the amount of $1,000,000.00 [One million dollars] to create a draw account
for each township to use as reimbursement funds for road projects.

Said money shall be divided equally between the sixteen townships i.e., $62,500.00 each. Said
money shall be used only for road projects within the individual townships. Any unused funds
from this lump sum that remains unassigned by the individual townships as of May 1, 2022,
shall be divided evenly among the remaining townships of Mecosta County for the purpose of
paying for the townships’ portion of the individual township’s road projects.

Paul,

Originally the mobility product was provided by Central Dispatch for all of the Law
Enforcement agencies in Mecosta and Osceola County. The City of Big Rapids broke away
approximately 10 years ago to test new systems and move away from the old data radio to the
current system that provides higher data rates and networking to internal resources over a
CJIS secure VPN. The Sheriff’s department started replacing some of their equipment due to
lack of new resources being provided by Meceola Central. Around he time of the change over
of Directors at Meceola we were informed they would no longer provide computers, and that
moved in to no longer providing modems. That seems to have reversed slightly with modems
still being provided for smaller agencies but all of the major departments are buying their own
equipment.

This has been a process where the Sheriff’s Office has been replacing the equipment that was
abandoned to them from Meceola, this was primarily the computers and mounts. The
Panasonic Toughbooks were a fairly expensive option and we moved to a tablet style that was
a little more modular and cost effective. As with many things the Fujitsu Tablets have been
discontinued in the U.S. market for this application. Our warranties are still valid but those will
eventually be replaced. The four current toughbooks were not built for windows 10, that gives
you an idea how old they are, the biggest issues are lack of viable replacement parts and they
are not able to do security updates without compatibility issues.

The modems are mostly a model that is past end of life, this means they are no longer
supported or patched for security. We do have two modems of the latest version that support
new networks and better functionality, there are two more that are still being patched for the
next two years and then they will be done, that leaves 5 that need to be replaced and you
might want to add a spare.

The new computers and modems will offer a solid replacement to update the fleet. Currently
officers use these computers to not only access internet based resources but they have access
to their files, records management and CAD/Mobile, dictation and many other services that

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are provided just like they were working in the office. The modems are set on a private tunnel

we built out with Verizon at no cost to anyone so they are not exposed directly to the internet
and provide telemetry services for the car AVL. This makes each car a mini office on wheels.

One thing that came up as part of this review is the suppliers of equipment are raising their
prices by the end of the first quarter at the latest. This is going to be a 20-25% increase so the
savings are significant by moving now. By updating we can put the patrol cars on a
replacement schedule of 1-2 updated computers per fiscal cycle for the oldest and keep costs
down.

The breakdown of the expense is as follows-

Modem with 5 year warranty $925
Dual diversity antenna $199
(the new modems require

The new style antenna)

Total per set up $1124
If you only do the 5 $5620 if you add a spare $S6744
If you wait until they fail $7025 or S$8430

That reflects the 25% increase after the 1% quarter, you see the savings.
Computers

4 semi rugged laptops with 14” screens, intel i5, processor, win 10 pro, 8 gig of ram and an
SSD, fully modular for additions and repairs- $1650 each, the computer car dock and power
supply $1000, misc accessories and install figure about $600. This is about $3250 per vehicle.
To outfit 4 vehicles- $13000. $16250 if you want to pick up a spare set before prices increase

In total the base project is $18620.00, if you look to add a spare of each- $22994.00

If we wait those costs will have 20-25% increases minus certain excluded items but you are
looking at a $3000 price increase just on this

Re: National Opioid Settlement

As you may recall, you declined to participate in a class action lawsuit against the
distributors and manufacturers of opioids that had such a negative effect on so much
of the country. Things have changed.

The manufacturer and distributors have reached a tentative $26 billion settlement
agreement with many States attorney generals offices. I participated in a Michigan
Association of Counties webinar and found that the Michigan AG’s Office and MAC
are both encouraging counties to participate in the settlement, even if not a part of
the lawsuit. The higher the percentage of settling units the more money that will come
to Michigan to address the issues arising from the Opioid epidemic. Michigan’s
tentative share of the settlement is $776,000,000 with $376,000,000 going to local
units of government, including counties.

Mecosta County has until January 2, 2022 to sign on to the settlement. Due to dates
of our Board meetings, this decision must be made not later than the December 16"
Board meeting.

TO LOCAL POLITICAL SUBDIVISIONS: IMPORTANT INFORMATION ABOUT THE NATIONAL
OPIQOID SETTLEMENT. SUBDIVISIONS MUST SUBMIT SIGNED DOCUMENTATION TO
PARTICIPATE. THE DEADLINE FOR PARTICIPATION TO MAXIMIZE SETTLEMENT BENEFITS
IS JANUARY 2, 2022.

If your subdivision is represented by an attorney with respect to opioid claims,
please immediately contact them.

SETTLEMENT OVERVIEW

After years of negotiations, two proposed nationwide settlement agreements (“Settlements”) have been reached
that would resolve all opioid litigation brought by states and local political subdivisions against the three largest
pharmaceutical distributors, McKesson, Cardinal Health and AmerisourceBergen (“Distributors™), and one
manufacturer, Janssen Pharmaceuticals, Inc., and its parent company Johnson & Johnson (collectively,
“Janssen”).

The proposed Settlements require the Distributors and Janssen to pay billions of dollars to abate the opioid
epidemic. Specifically, the Settlements require the Distributors to pay up to $21 billion over 18 years and
Janssen to pay up to $5 billion over no more than 9 years, for a total of $26 billion (the “Settlement Amount”).
Of the Settlement Amount, approximately $22.7 billion is earmarked for use by participating states and
subdivisions to remediate and abate the impacts of the opioid crisis.

The Settlements also contain injunctive relief provisions governing the opioid marketing, sale and distribution
practices at the heart of the states’ and subdivisions’ lawsuits and further require the Distributors to implement
additional safeguards to prevent diversion of prescription opioids.

Each of the proposed Settlements has two key participation steps. First, each state decides whether to participate
in the Settlements. Michigan has joined both settlements. Second, the subdivisions within each participating
state must then decide whether to participate in the Settlements. Generally, the more subdivisions that
participate, the greater the amount of funds that flow to that state and its participating subdivisions. Any
subdivision that does not participate cannot directly share in any of the settlement funds, even if the
subdivision’s state is settling and other participating subdivisions are sharing in settlement funds.

This letter is part of the formal notice required by the Settlements.
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WHY IS YOUR SUBDIVISION RECEIVING THIS NOTICE?

You are receiving this letter because Michigan has elected to participate in both of the two national Settlements
against (1) the Distributors, and (2) Janssen, and your subdivision may participate in the Settlements. This notice
is being sent directly to subdivisions and also to attorneys for subdivisions that we understand are litigating
against these companies. If you are represented by an attorney with respect to opioid claims, please immediately
contact them. Please note that there is no need for subdivisions to be represented by an attorney or to have filed
a lawsuit to participate in the Settlements.

WHERE CAN YOU FIND MORE INFORMATION?

This letter is intended to provide a brief overview of the Settlements. Detailed information about the Settlements
may be found at: https://nationalopioidsettlement.com/. This national settlement website also includes links to
information about how the Settlements are being implemented in your state and how settlement funds will be
allocated within your state. This website will be supplemented as additional documents are created. The
Michigan Attorney General’s office has also set up a website with resources that may be found at
www.mi.gov/agopioids.

HOW DO YOU PARTICIPATE IN THE SETTLEMENTS?

You must go to the national settlement website to register to receive in the coming weeks and months the
documentation your subdivision will need to participate in the Settlements (if your subdivision is eligible).
All required documentation must be executed and submitted electronically through the website and must
be executed using the “DocuSign” service. As part of the registration process, your subdivision will need to
identify, and provide the email address for, the individual who will be authorized to sign formal and binding
documents on behalf of your subdivision.

Your unique Subdivision Identification Number to use to register is: 1AYDBV
HOW WILL SETTLEMENT FUNDS BE ALLOCATED IN EACH STATE?

The settlement funds are first divided among the participating states according to a formula developed by the
Attorneys General that considers population and the severity of harm caused by the opioid epidemic in each
participating state. Each state’s share of the abatement funds is then further allocated within each state according
to agreement between the state and its subdivisions, applicable state allocation legislation, or, in the absence of
these, the default provisions in the agreements.

Many states have or are in the process of reaching an agreement on how to allocate abatement funds within the
states. Allocation agreements/legislation and other information about Michigan’s allocation agreement or
legislation can be found on the national settlement website. The allocation section of the website will be
supplemented as more intra-state allocation arrangements are finalized. You may also visit Michigan's state-
specific website at www.mi.gov/agopioids.

In reviewing allocation information, please note that while all subdivisions may participate in the Settlements,
not all subdivisions are eligible to receive direct payments. To promote efficiency in the use of abatement funds
and avoid administratively burdensome disbursements that would be too small to add a meaningful abatement
response, certain smaller subdivisions do not automatically receive a direct allocation. However, participation
by such subdivisions will help maximize the amount of abatement funds being paid in the Settlements, including
those going to counties, cities, parishes, and other larger subdivisions in their communities.
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To determine your eligibility to receive, directly or indirectly, any of the funds allocated to your state should
you elect to participate in the Settlements in which your state participates, you should first visit
https://nationalopioidsettlement.com/ to determine if your state has entered into a state-subdivision agreement
or has an allocation statute and/or a statutory trust. If so, then the terms of the state-subdivision agreement,
allocation statute, and/or statutory trust (as applicable) will govern your eligibility to receive funds directly or
indirectly from the share that is allocated to your state under the national settlement agreements. In some states
there will be a proposed state-subdivision agreement that is in the process of being adopted by subdivisions.
Any questions concerning the status or terms of the state-subdivision agreement, allocation statute, and/or
statutory trust in your state, if applicable, can be directed to the Attorney General’s Office.

You may be contacted by the Attorney General’s Office with additional information regarding the allocation of
settlement funds in Michigan. Subdivisions with representation can expect information from their attorneys as
well. We encourage you to review all materials and to follow up with any questions. The terms of these
Settlements are complex, and we want to be sure you have all the information you need to make your
participation decision.

WHY YOU SHOULD PARTICIPATE

A vast majority of states have joined the Settlements, and attorneys for many subdivisions have already
announced support for them. For example, the Plaintiffs’ Executive Committee, charged with leading the
litigation on behalf of more than 3,000 cities, counties and others against the opioid industry, and consolidated
in the national multi-district litigation (“MDL”) pending before Judge Dan Aaron Polster in the Northern
District of Ohio, recommends participation in these Settlements.

Subdivision participation is strongly encouraged, for the following reasons:

First, the amounts to be paid under the Settlements, while insufficient to abate the epidemic fully, will allow
state and local governments to commence with meaningful change designed to curb opioid addiction, overdose
and death,;

Second, time is of the essence. The opioid epidemic continues to devastate communities around the country and
it is critical that the funds begin to flow to allow governments to address the epidemic in their communities as
soon as possible;

Third, if there is not sufficient subdivision participation in these proposed Settlements, the Settlements will not
be finalized, the important business practice changes will not be implemented, the billions of dollars in
abatement funds will not flow to communities, and more than 3,000 cases may be sent back to their home courts
for trial, which will take many years;

Fourth, the extent of participation also will determine how much money each state and its local subdivisions
will receive because approximately half of the abatement funds are in the form of “incentive payments,” i.e.,
the higher the participation of subdivisions in a state, the greater the amount of settlement funds that flow into
that state;

Fifth, you know first-hand the effects of the opioid epidemic on your community. Funds from these Settlements
will be used to commence abatement of the crisis and provide relief to your citizens while litigation and
settlement discussions proceed against numerous other defendants in the opioid industry;

Sixth, because pills do not respect boundaries, the opioid epidemic is a national crisis that needs a national
solution.
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NEXT STEPS

These Settlements require that you take affirmative steps to “opt in” to the Settlements. If you do not act, you
will not receive any settlement funds and you will not contribute to reaching the participation thresholds that
will deliver the maximum amount of abatement funds to your state.

First, register your subdivision on the national settlement website so that information and documents required
to participate can be sent to you. You will need the email address of the person who will be authorized to sign
on behalf of your subdivision. This is the only action item needed at this time.

Second, have your authorizing person(s) or body begin to review the materials on the websites concerning the
settlement agreement terms, allocation and other matters. Develop a list of questions for your counsel or the
Attorney General’s Office. In the very near future, your subdivision will need to begin the process of deciding
whether to participate in the proposed Settlements, and subdivisions are encouraged to work through this
process well before the January 2, 2022 deadline to be an initial participating subdivision. Again, the Attorney
General’s Office, your counsel, and other contacts within the state are available to discuss the specifics of the
Settlements within your state, and we encourage you to discuss the terms and benefits of the Settlements with
them.

$1400 so there won’t be a mortgage (under $2500 is considered a grant).

Also, | believe the reason they don’ have insurance is because of the roof, so there is also the possibility that they could

obtain insurance once the work is done.

What are your thoughts on this? Since there is no payback required we would recommend that you consider waiving
that requirement in this instance. This is an elderly couple with an extremely limited income — about $14,000 per year.
