SPECIAL PROVISIONS

The following Special Provisions supplement the “Standard Specifications for Road and Bridge
Construction, Adopted January 1, 2016”, the latest edition of the “Manual on Uniform Traffic
Control Devices for Streets and Highways”, and the “Manual of Test Procedures for Materials” in
effect on the date of invitation for bids, and the “Supplemental Specifications and Recurring
Special Provisions” indicated on the Check Sheet included herein, which apply to and govern the
proposed improvement of County Highway 15 in Moultrie Co, and in case of conflict with any part,
or parts, of said Specifications, the said Special Provisions shall take precedence and shall
govern.

DESCRIPTION OF WORK

The proposed improvement consists of the removal of two existing structures of similar size and
replacing them with a 6’ x 2° X 42’ and a 7’ x 3’ X 36’ Precast concrete Box Culverts in Moultrie
County. The Work includes tile adjustments, seeding, mulching and all other necessary roadway
work to complete the project.

Traffic control shall be in accordance with the applicable sections of the Standard Specifications
for Road and Bridge Construction, the applicable guidelines contained in the lllinois Manual on
Uniform Traffic Control Devices for Streets and Highways, these Special Provisions and any
special details and highway standards contained herein and in the plans.

Special attention is called to Articles 107.09, 107.14, and Sections 701 and 703 of the Standard
Specifications for Road and Bridge Construction, and the following Highway Standards relating
to Traffic Control.

Highway Standards: 701907, B.L.R. 21

The Contractor shall provide and maintain access to commercial and private properties as well
as side roads abutting the highway being improved in accordance with Article 107.09 of the
Standard Specifications. Access to commercial property shall at no time be shut off completely
and at no time shall a private entrance be closed for an extended period of time as determined
by the Engineer.

Two Type A flashing lights shall be mounted above the Type lll barricades at the road closure.

All labor, material and equipment necessary to perform the work for the duration of the project will
not be paid for separately, but shall be considered as included in the contract unit price L SUM
for TRAFFIC CONTROL AND PROTECTION, STANDARD BLR 21 and no additional
compensation will allowed.

CHANNEL EXCAVATION

This work shall consist of the removal of excavated material within the limits of the proposed
improvement in accordance with Section 203 of the Standard Specifications. This excavation shall
not be limited to the existing channel and may include earth excavation necessary to grade the
roadway ditches in the vicinity of the channel. Excavated material to be removed from the site
shall not be used in the roadway embankment. REMOVAL AND DISPOSAL OF THESE ITEMS
SHALL NOT BE PAID FOR SEPARATELY BUT WILL BE CONSIDERED INCLUDED IN THE
COST OF THE PRECAST BOX CULVERTS.

FIELD TILE ADJUSTMENT

The existing field tiles/ tile outlets noted in the project plans, in addition to any additional found
during construction that interfere with the proposed boxes and roadway construction, will require
adjustment/ relocation to allow for construction of the proposed roadway/ structures. The final
decision as to where new outlets will be placed and the limits of the tile to be relocated shall be
determined in the field by the Engineer, but they shall not interfere with the proposed structures.
Suitable existing materials may be used for the relocation at the discretion of the Engineer. All
new pipe, connections, and other materials required for the relocation and all methods used in
the relocation process shall be in accordance with Standard Specifications for Road and Bridge
Construction and shall be completed to the satisfaction of the Engineer.

Relocation/ adjustment of the tiles will be paid for at the contract unit price per each for FIELD
TILE ADJUSTMENT, which price shall be payment in full for furnishing all material, labor, and
equipment required for this item as specified.

TOE WALLS

Toe walls on both Precast Concrete Box Culverts will be Cast in place to at least Specified Plan
Dimensions. THE COST OF THE TOE WALLS WILL BE INCLUDED IN THE COST OF THE
PRECAST CONCRETE BOX CULVERTS.
