Okanogan County Fair Introducion for Fair Participant Newbies

The Okanogan County Fair Advisory Committee (FAC) would like to welcome all new exhibitors. You can experience the County
Fair in two vastly different ways — you can go to see it, or you can be a part of it. When you are a part of the fair, it takes on a whole
new meaning; it becomes your fair. The key to successful Okanogan County Fair participation is in understanding the Premium
book, how to use it, and not missing deadlines. Another important factor a great fair is lots of community participation. We would
like to encourage newcomers to join the fun and help build the Okanogan County Fair as we approach our 75th anniversary in
2022.

This brief guide will try to introduce new participants to the steps in being part of the County Fair to avoid having hopeful par-
ticipants miss out because they didn’t know the deadlines. All deadlines are included in the Premium Book, on the fair
website, and can also be found on the Ok Fair Facebook page.

The Okanogan County Fair is always the weekend after Labor Day.

RULES: All of the rules for the fair are in the premium book which provides in-depth guidance. This book is available each spring
at the Okanogan County Fair office, local libraries, and many local businesses throughout the county. The premium book provides
all of the Departments, Divisions, Classes, etc. you will need to enter your items. It is the final reference/rule book on all things
fair related.

PREMIUM POINTS are points awarded according to placement (Grand, Reserve, blue, etc. Special awards do not earn premi-
um points.) Depending on the number of entries and funding available, each point is worth a small amount of money which will
be calculated at the end of judging and checks will be mailed to those earning premium points. Kids with entries who place will
earn a small amount of money for their entries. Premium points worth less than $2.00 will not be paid out.

ENTRIES, GENERAL: All entries must be registered online through the registration link found at the fair website (above). If
you are unable to enter through this method, please contact the Fair Office for further guidance. Entries must be made during
the period specified as all entries must be processed and any errors corrected in time for fair. Late entries create technical issues
and therefore not allowed. All entries are brought to the Fairgrounds on Wednesday, the day before the fair opens. (More info
in Premium Book). Animal Exhibitors must purchase a season pass because they are required to be there for the duration of the
weekend. All other Exhibitors can enter their items FREE. You only need to pay if you plan on attending the fair. Otherwise, you
can bring your items on Wednesday during drop off and then pick it up on Sunday at the close of Fair.

ANIMAL ENTRIES: IMPORTANT! There is a difference between pre-registration and registration! Pre-registra-
tion is a paper process, turned in 90 days before fair. This process is for Market Stock Sale animals intended to verify that the
animal was raised and readied for market by the participant. You will need to tag and photo the animal and turn the completed
paperwork into the fair office. 4-H requires 9o-day ownership and that is the standard. Contact the fair office for more detail.
Herdsmanship: All participants with an animal are automatically participants in Herdsmanship. This entails keeping your own
chores done and beyond- cleaning aisles, answering questions of the public, etc. It is an integral part of the experience. All par-
ticipants entering animals are required to enter Herdsmanship, Educational Displays, as well as Fitting and Showing for market
animal entries.

I1f you have an animal that you are planning to sell, there are specific rules you need to follow to be eligible to sell. Please refer
to the Livestock General Info section of the premium book for these rules. The Market Stock Sale is conducted by a separate orga-
nization from the Okanogan County Fair. Questions regarding Stock sales must be addressed to the Market Stock Sale personnel.
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BARN SUPERINTENDENTS: Each barn has a Superintendent that is in charge of that barn. The premium book contains
those guidelines as well as the names and contact info for each Superintendent. Many (but not all) have Facebook pages that they
use to send out reminders.

4-H has rules specific to that organization. Please contact the WSU Extension Office to address those questions.

CAMPING: Camping space is limited and takes a great deal of time and effort to organize. Please follow the timeline in order
to help the FAC to facilitate camping. If you have never camped at the fair before, you will not be on their email list. You can
download an application online at the fair’s website or email a request to the Fair Office. A camping contract includes one season
pass for one adult.

RODEO, HORSE RACING, AND WILD HORSE RACE: Rodeo Entries and fees are processed through ProWest Rodeo
Association. Entry Dates: September 3, 2020. Go to www.prowestrodeo.com
Race information is found at the back of the Premium Book.

VENDING Not covered in Premium Book. Please visit the website or contact the fair office. Applications available April 1.

REGISTRATION FORMS\WORKSHEETS

ONLINE Registration is now the primary method of entering items in the fair.

Registration forms in the back are intended primarily as a place to take notes for those capable of entering online. Only use the
mail in paper forms if you are unable to enter online. Additionally, the date to mail in paper forms is 5 days earlier in order to give
staff or volunteers time to process them. Go to www.okanogancounty.org/fair to register.

Registration is between August 1 and August 31.

EXHIBITOR FEES

All Animal Exhibitors must purchase a single person Season Pass (good for all four days.) There are currently no fees to exhibit
an item at the fair.

HOW TO EXHIBIT:

1. The Premium book is the official rule book of the Okanogan County Fair. The Premium Book is available also on the Fair
website at www.okanogancounty.org/fair.

2. Go online to www.okanogancounty.org/fair to the “Registration” link which will take you to registration.
Be sure to enter your MAILING address. Premium checks cannot be mailed to physical addresses. You will create a new
account EACH YEAR. Be sure to enter every item. Livestock entries will need to have the animal, the herdsmanship,
fitting and showing, and educational displays all entered. Be sure to write down passwords and verify that your entry has
been confirmed by email. You will need an email address in order to complete the online entry process.

4. REGISTRATION is REQUIRED for all items/animals brought to fair. (Market animal pre-registration is NOT reg-
istration. Market animal entrants must do BOTH.) Registration may be done online at home, or the Fairgrounds
Office, or by mail. The cut-off for all registration is Monday, August 31 at 12:00 Noon. This includes both online regis-
tration and in-person registration at the Fairgrounds Office. Mail in registrations must be received by Monday, August
31, 2020 at 5:00 PM. If you have a question about your entry, contact the Department Superintendent. Their names and
phone numbers are in the front of the Premium book. You may also contact the Fair Advisory Committee or the Fair-
grounds Office staff. Please remember to give us your 4-H group in the appropriate drop down when registering. There
will be no late registration allowed. Those wishing to bring items other than animals (limited due to pen availability) to
the fair after registration is closed are welcome to exhibit, pending appropriate superintendent approval, but may not earn
Premium Points. Again, registration for 2020 Fair closes on Monday, August 31 at 12:00 Noon.

5. Pre-Registration is required for Market stock animals. See MARKET STOCK TAGGING AND PRE-REGISTRATION un-
der General Rules.

6. Bring your exhibits to the Fairgrounds on Wednesday, September 9, 2020, between 12:00 PM and 8:00 PM. Times may
vary (see “Entries” under General Rules.)

7. Please pick up your entries on SUNDAY afternoon after 3:00 PM at which time the fair closes. All entries will be checked
out by the department superintendent, so check with them before removing anything.

8. There are neither refunds for gate entry passes nor replacements for lost passes.

9. Special Needs Participants — Please inform the Fairgrounds Office at the time of registration so proper accommodations
can be made.

GENERAL RULES
A - GENERAL

1. The Okanogan County Fair will be open for viewing exhibits at 9:00am Thursday and close at 3:00 PM Sunday. The Fair-
grounds will open to the public at 9:00am daily and will close at 10:00 PM on Thursday, 11:00 PM on Friday and 12:00am
(midnight) Saturday, and 3:00 PM on Sunday. The grounds will be cleared by each night except Sunday. Authorized
campers must return to their camp sites. All perimeter gates are closed by 12:00am (midnight) except one foot-traffic
gate.

2. Entries which cannot be classified under the premium publication listings cannot be accepted. The Fair Advisory Commit-
tee reserves the right to add or delete Divisions and Classes at any time.

3. NO DOGS or house pets or emotional support animals allowed on Fairgrounds EXCEPT animals participating in specific
events, for the particular day of the event, which must be on a leash and under control by owner at all times. (Service dogs
are allowed, but owner must provide documents and animal wears a vest.)

4. The Fair Committee will use every reasonable precaution to protect exhibits but will in no case be responsible for any loss
or damage that may occur. Each exhibitor will be solely responsible for any consequential or other loss, injury or damage
done to or occasioned by or arising from any animal or other article exhibited by the exhibitor. Anyone participating in
the Okanogan County Fair in any way understands that they do so at their own risk.

5. No vehicles or 4 wheelers, except those of Fairgrounds Maintenance or FAC, will be allowed inside the Fairgrounds fence

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during the entire Fair. Bicycles, skateboards, scooters, lasers and other items considered dangerous or a nuisance are also
not allowed inside the Fairgrounds fence. Wheelchairs are available to check out in Jones Hall.

Protests: All protests must be made in writing and accompanied by a deposit of $100.00, which is nonrefundable. Such
protests must state plainly the cause of complaint or appeal, and must be filed with the Fair Advisory Committee within
12 hours after the cause of protest. NO COMPLAINT OR APPEAL BASED UPON THE STATEMENT THAT THE JUDGE/
JUDGES OR SUPERINTENDENT ARE INCOMPETENT WILL BE CONSIDERED BY THE FAIR ADVISORY COMMIT-
TEE. THEIR DECISIONS ARE FINAL.

It is the responsibility of ALL exhibitors and participants to know all the rules and regulations within this premium book.
Public consumption of alcohol on fair property is prohibited except in designated areas. Public consumption of any drug
is not permitted on any fair property.

. Animals are not permitted in Trailer Areas, in parking lot, or near food booths.

No “For Sale” signs may be displayed for any animal, exhibits shown for premium points.

Exhibits must be the work of the entrant only. Each entry will be judged individually on neatness, honest use of materi-
als, and eye appeal. Exhibits must be ready for intended use (e.g. pictures ready to hang, sewing projects complete). All
entries must be in place by Wednesday at 8:00 PM.

Any exhibit that is uncontrollable by the exhibitor must be removed from the grounds.

Smoking is not permitted in any Fair building or Grandstands.

No person will be permitted to distribute advertising matter upon the grounds or from their place of business or exhibit
space. The tacking or posting of any advertisement, bill, etc., other than within the space occupied by exhibits is strictly
prohibited. THE DISTRIBUTION OF HANDBILLS, FLYERS, AND HERALDS WILL NOT, UNDER ANY CIRCUM-
STANCES, BE PERMITTED. Anyone violating this rule will be asked to stop, and if they continue, will be escorted from
the Fairgrounds.

Any person defacing or stealing the exhibit of another exhibitor will be deprived of all premiums and benefits, and his ex-
hibits and person will be removed from the Fair. Criminal charges may be filed against the person, and the Fair Advisory
Committee may revoke privileges to participate or visit future Fairs.

The Okanogan County Fair Advisory Committee reserves the right to remove any individual from the Fairgrounds and/or
exclude Fair entrance.

17. NO OVERNIGHT PARKING IN FAIRGROUNDS PARKING LOTS.
B - EXHIBITS

Exhibits will remain in place until 3:00 PM Sunday.
Articles judged in previous Okanogan County Fairs may be entered for display only, subject to superintendent’s approval.
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3. Exercise care to have the exact number of units in exhibits as specified in the premium publication. Exhibits with too few
or too many units will not be judged.

4. All judging will be by the Danish System unless otherwise specified.

5. Inthe Danish System, all exhibits are judged by standards of quality rather than by relative merits of competing exhibits.
Thus, all exhibits might conceivably receive blue ribbon awards if of sufficient quality. The following placing is to be used:
Blue is excellent. Red is good. White is Fair. No place - below standard.

6. Each exhibitor must be a permanent resident of Okanogan County, or an enrolled member or leader in the FFA or Boy/
Girl Scout program within Okanogan County or Bridgeport. Youth 4-H exhibitors must be currently enrolled 4-H mem-
bers in Okanogan County or Colville Reservation WSU Extension 4-H program by Aug. 1.

7. All exhibitors will be entered in ONE of the following groups:

a. Youth:

1. Senior-16 or over, unmarried and enrolled in a high school of current year.

2. Intermediate-12-15 yrs.

3. Junior-8-11 yrs.

4. Pre-Junior-7 & Under.

Youth groups are further defined as:

1. Jr. Open.

2. 4-H-All Okanogan County, Colville Reservation and Bridgeport enrolled 4-H members

3. FFA-All Okanogan County, and Bridgeport FFA members.

4. Girl/Boy Scouts- All Okanogan County and Bridgeport members.

b. Adult:
1. Adult-19 & over, a graduate from high school previous year, or married (any age).
c. Professional:

1. Professional may display only.

2. Online registration must be completed by August 31. Mail-in registrations are to be used only when absolutely unable to
enter online. NO EXCEPTIONS.

3. Purchase of gate passes can be made beginning August 1st, at the Fairgrounds business office. Office hours are 8:00am to
5:00 PM.

4. Purchase of animal exhibitor passes can be made beginning August 1st at the Fairgrounds business office. Animal exhibi-
tors MUST present season passes when checking in with Superintendents in order to receive show numbers and
schedule.

5. Cash, check or money order only.

C-ENTRIES
1. All entries must be identified properly by Department, Division and Class.
2. All entries must be on the Fairgrounds as follows:
a. Crafts, Electricity and Entomology Exhibits by 8:00 PM Wednesday.
b. Flower entries will be accepted from 1:00 PM-8:00 PM on Wednesday. Entries will no longer be accepted on Thurs
day.
Livestock by 7:00 PM Wednesday.
Entries will be limited to those listed in the premium book.
Only one entry in each class unless otherwise specified.
All exhibitors note special rules and regulations in each section.
All entries, other than livestock, must be properly tagged and placed in the right department.
NO PARKING INSIDE GROUNDS TO UNLOAD EXHIBIT. PLEASE PARK OUTSIDE THE GATES IN THE PARKING
LOT AND CARRY YOUR EXHIBIT TO THE DEPARTMENT. SPECIAL UNLOADING PROVISIONS ARE ARRANGED
FOR LIVESTOCK EXHIBITS. NO OVERNIGHT PARKING IN FAIRGROUNDS PARKING LOTS.
D - PREMIUMS

1. Points allowed represent Blue, Red and White Ribbon premium values, respectively. Premium points will be paid for
Grand Champion and Reserve Champion Ribbons. Grand Champion will add 30 points and Reserve Champion will add
20 points. Premium points are awarded according to placement- Special awards do not earn premium points.

2. The Okanogan County Fair expects to be able to pay all premiums in full. Since the Fair must be self-sustaining, the Fair
Advisory Committee, reserves the right to make whatever adjustments in premiums as may be necessary in order to avoid
a deficit.

3. Premium checks will be mailed.

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E - PARADE OF CHAMPIONS

Organization and Announcing:

10:00 am Sunday - Any Livestock exhibitor who was awarded a Grand or Reserve Champion ribbon at the current Okanogan
County Fair may be in the Parade of Champions. The exhibitor must contact his or her Superintendent by Saturday evening for
information regarding the parade.

F - HEALTH REQUIREMENTS

1. Washington livestock require no vaccination or test for entry.

2. Individual health certificates are not required for entry but entries must be Vet checked prior to entry to the Fairgrounds.

3. Fair inspections of all classes of livestock and poultry (including horses, pet animals, fur-bearing animals, pigeons, ducks,
geese and turkeys) will be done before they are exhibited to determine that the livestock and poultry appear free from
infectious or contagious disease or ectoparasites. All poultry must be U.S. pullorum-typhoid clean or equivalent or tested
negative for pullorum-typhoid within ninety (90) days of the exhibit.

4. Fair veterinarians must reject any animal with infectious or contagious disease or ectoparasites. Exhibitors should be
aware that ringworm, warts, pinkeye, strangles, contagious ecthyma, scabies, lice, mites, ticks and fleas fall into these
categories. Veterinarians’ decisions are final.

5. No animal from any quarantined premises or from a USDA designated scrapie infected flock will be allowed.

6. All out-of-state animals entered in the Fair must have a Certificate of Veterinary Inspection. The Fair provides a veteri-
nary inspection on arrival and rejects any unhealthy animals. This exemption does not apply during emergency disease
conditions declared by the State Veterinarian or extend to any required testing.

7. All poultry entering Washington State for exhibition must originate from an NPIP participant flock or be tested negative
for pullorum-typhoid, Salmonella enteritidis and avian influenza within 30 days of shipment.

No animal from a quarantined area or premises may be permitted to enter the Fair.
G - GRANGE BOOTHS

Chairpersons, Ron Wilson and Kathy Duchow

RULES:

1. All booths should use products that are representative of products produced in Okanogan County if at all possible.

2. All booths must be completed Wednesday evening by 9:00 PM, with the exception of fresh flowers, which can be placed
in the booth until 8:00am, Thursday morning. No booths shall be removed before 3:00 PM on Sunday afternoon. Some
people can only come on Sunday and deserve to see things until 3:00 PM.

3. All booths will receive ribbons, however there is no competition. Each Grange will prepare a booth depicting the service
and work of its specific grange, the ideals of country life, or the customs and cultures of Okanogan County. Be creative
using the theme of the Fair as much as possible.

4. The Grange is a non-political organization. No political statements are allowed in booths.

5. Post the name of your Grange as well as the location and meeting times of your Grange. A theme must be posted (whether
it is your own Grange’s or the Fair theme).

H - COMMERCIAL/FOOD SPACE

Coordination, Fair Advisory Committee Vending Committee with Fair Office Staff support

Indoor and outdoor space is available. Buildings are locked each evening and thus are secure overnight. Outside vendors need
to secure their own spaces. Merchants need only have their spaces manned during the day and evening hours when the Fair is
open. Any merchant, business, civic group and/or political group is welcome to apply for rental space and, if space is available,
participate in the County Fair. Some commercial exhibitors sell items, others are there to display what they have, and others
provide a variety of gifts and contests, drawings and participation activities for fair-goers to enjoy. THE FAIR ADVISORY COM-
MITTEE RESERVES THE RIGHT TO PLACE VENDORS or to refuse space to any vendor. Anyone interested in commercial
space or food booth space is urged to contact the Fair by writing P.O. Box 467, Okanogan, WA 98840, or calling (509)422-1621.
Vendor applications are also available online at www.okanogancountyfair.org/fair. An early call is advised since booth space
usually is well committed long before the Fair.

| - RESPONSIBILITIES OF SUPERINTENDENTS

Each superintendent, under direction of the Fair Advisory Committee, shall have full charge of the department to which he or
she is assigned and exhibitors must follow his or her orders relating to placing of exhibits, showing, etc. The superintendents
will direct calling of classes for showing, in accordance with printed schedules.

1. Each Superintendent is responsible for preparation of their Department Area prior to Fair.

2. Have a complete list of all necessary equipment and supplies needed for their participating department and submit to the
Fair Advisory Committee by October 1st. Desired major expenditures should be presented to the Fair Advisory Committee
by October 1st of the current year for the following year’s budget.

3. No purchases will be allowed for reimbursement without prior approval of the Fair Advisory Committee at a regular
scheduled meeting.

4. Procure judges and notify the Fair Advisory Committee of their selection. Judges’ fees must be presented to the FAC for
approval by March 31st.

5. Act as or procure a secretary for judges, record winners, and distribute ribbons.

6. Superintendents shall in NO WAY attempt to assist judges in their placing.

7. Superintendents shall be responsible for appointing different judges per division for the Herdsmanship and Educational
Contest. Scorecards will be made available upon request for each division.

8. Superintendents will provide persons to be on duty in each division or building while the Fair is open.
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9. NO EXHIBITS, including commercial, concessions, 4-H, FFA, and open class, will be removed before closing hours of the
Fair (3:00 PM on Sunday).

10. Superintendents are responsible for accepting or rejecting all entries. They reserve the right to refuse any exhibit that, in
their judgment, is not appropriate for public display. All entries accepted must be judged, except exhibits marked DIS-
PLAY ONLY.

11. See that the exhibits are entered correctly into ShoWorks program, and arranged properly and have each class in the
department grouped together and ready for the judges. (Understand ShoWorks entry method- attend training if given)

12. They shall not accept entries after the prescribed time as set forth in the Fair premium book.

13. They are responsible for checking out all entries in their respective departments.

14. Superintendents will transfer the complete list of all winners to the Fair Advisory Committee of the Fair after judging is
complete. A copy of this list will be provided to newspapers. (Results are generated by ShoWorks except for some FFA
results)

15. Superintendents are responsible for seeing that all exhibits, equipment, and supplies are removed from their building and
returned to where they belong. In other words, they should see that the building and grounds, in-so-far-as their depart-
ment is concerned, are thoroughly cleaned before leaving on Sunday of Fair.

16. Superintendents are responsible for annual trophy updates and for securing sponsors for trophies within their depart-
ment.

17. When checking in any animal, superintendents must be shown exhibitor’s season gate pass which was to have been pur-
chased prior to checking animals in to the Fair. They must also record the pass number.

J-TRAILER, CAMPER, & VEHICLE REGULATIONS

There will be absolutely no unauthorized vehicles inside the trailer/camper parking area. Please park vehicles on the South

end of the Fairgrounds if staying in South end trailer area and North end parking for North end campers in order to leave main
parking area open for daily visitors. Service vehicles will be allowed to move on the grounds before 9:00am. NO PRIVATE VE-
HICLES ALLOWED within the admission gates from Thursday at 9:00am to 3:00 PM on Sunday. EXHIBITOR PARKING AR-
EAS WILL BE SOUTH END AND NORTH END OF PARKING LOTS ONLY!!! NO OVERNIGHT PARKING IN FAIRGROUNDS
PARKING LOTS. NO DOGS ALLOWED AT ANYTIME ON THE FAIRGROUNDS DURING THE FAIR!!! The Okanogan County
Fair is not responsible for theft, fire or damage to any camping units brought onto the Fairgrounds. In addition, after the first
Tuesday following the annual fall Fair, any camping unit left beyond that period will be charged by the Fairgrounds at the
prevailing per day RV fee. If such vehicle is left unattended and not paid in advance, after one additional week, any unit will be
towed at the owner’s expense by Randy’s Towing of Okanogan. All campers will stop at the gate at the south end of the Agriplex
and check in with the Camping Director. TRAILER PARKING TIMES VARY EVERY YEAR SO BE SURE TO CHECK YOUR
CONTRACT FOR YOUR SCHEDULED TIME. ALL TRAILERS MUST BE IN PLACE BY SUNDAY, SEPTEMBER 6th AT 6:00
PM AND CANNOT BE MOVED OUT UNTIL 3:00 PM SUNDAY, SEPTEMBER 13th. TENTS MAY BE SET UP ON WEDNES-
DAY, SEPTEMBER 9th.

Please Note RV Park Rules:

1. Campers are PROHIBITED from having or consuming alcoholic beverages and/or drugs at their camp sites.

2. The RV spaces are 12'x30’, from front of hitch to back of trailer. You must keep all items within your 12'x30’ space
(including tents and ropes.)
If you are planning to put more than one (1) form of accommodations within your space you must have prior approval.
In consideration of renters who wish to sleep, there will be quiet time in the RV Park from 11:00 PM until 6:00am.

8. Specific location of your camp site will be determined by the camping team and may be moved, changed or canceled at

any time.

9. Please empty your holding tanks before you enter the Fairgrounds.

10. Due to overloaded electrical supplies, air conditioners may not be used at any time.

11. No Bicycles, Scooters, Razors or any other dangerous or nuisance vehicles are allowed in the camp sites.

12. Private vehicles must be parked outside fences at North and South ends of fairgrounds.

13. Anyone violating any of the above rules may be evicted from the RV Park and may lose future privileges. Specific locations
of camp spaces will be determined by the Fairgrounds Camping Team and may be changed/moved/canceled at any given
time. The demand for camping space during Fair time has grown to an almost unmanageable situation. We will try our
best to fill your request.

LIVESTOCK EXHIBITOR-CODE OF ETHICS

Believing it is in the best interest of all exhibitors of all livestock to maintain a reputation of integrity and to continue to present
a wholesome and progressive image in the show ring, the Fair Advisory Committee lists herewith those practices which are con-
sidered unacceptable in presenting livestock in the show ring. The use of such practices or procedures is, therefore, considered
unethical in the showing of livestock at the Okanogan County Fair.

1. Misrepresenting the age of the animal for the class in which it is shown.

2. Treating or massaging any part of the body internally or externally with an irritant, counter-irritant, or other substance to
temporarily straighten a weak back or loin, or to produce unnatural animation.

3. Minimizing the effects of cramping by feeding or injecting drugs, depressants or applying packs or using any artificial
contrivance or therapeutic treatment for exempting normal exercise.

4. Striking the animal to cause swelling in a depressed area.

5. Surgery of any kind performed to change the natural process or growth, maturation, contour or appearance of any animal,
to include teeth. Not included is removal of teats or horns, clipping and dressing of hair and trimming of hooves.

6. Insertion of foreign material under the skin.

7. Any attempt to change natural color of an animal, either purebred or crossbred, by changing the color of or adding false
hair, fleece or skin at any point, spot or area of the animal’s body.

8. The use of alcoholic beverages in the feed or administered as a drench.

9. Administration of drugs of any kind or description, internally or externally, prior to entering the show ring except for
treating a recognized disease or injury and for the tranquilizing of bulls that may otherwise be dangerous to females in
heat.

10. Balancing the udder by any abnormal means including the use of a mechanical contrivance or the injection of fluid or
drugs.

11. Treating or massaging the udder or its attachment with an irritant or counter-irritant. The use of common products such
as fly spray, ointment or liniment in excess to the extent that irritation occurs is included as an irritant unless required to
reduce edema at time of calving.

For the purpose of the rules/code of ethics, the term “drug” shall mean any substance, the sale, possession or use of which is
controlled by license under federal, state or local laws or regulations and by any substance commonly used by the medical or
veterinary professions. The use of any chemical and/or compound that is not approved by the Food and Drug Administration
(FDA) for use in meat producing animals, and the illegal use of approved chemicals and/or compounds are prohibited. All ani-
mals shall be subject to tests (blood, urine and/or tissue) for foreign substances that exceed the acceptable levels established by
the United States Department of Agriculture, or the FDA. A positive test may result in disqualification, forfeiture of premiums
and/or awards.

GENERAL LIVESTOCK RULES AND REGULATIONS

1. Each exhibitor will be responsible for the care of his or her animal during the entire Fair (from the time of entry until time
of Fair closing at 3:00 PM Sunday).

2. Market Steers shall be pre-registered with the Okanogan County Fair 90 days prior to the Fair. Market Lambs and Market
Swine shall be pre-registered with the Okanogan County Fair 90 days prior to the Fair.

3. All animals must be controllable and have till 8:00 am Thursday morning to prove such to the superintendent, or animal
may be removed from the grounds.

4. Each animal exhibitor shall purchase a Season Pass (a 4-day exhibitor pass) to the Fair. Animal exhibitors MUST present
their pass when checking in with their Superintendent in order to receive show numbers and schedule.

5. Exhibitor must be present to show the animal when called for judging or the animal will be passed.

6. All livestock shown must in be good, healthy condition and free from disease. Superintendent may reject any animals they
feel are unsuitable or objectionable.

7. No pre-entry scale weights will be accepted. All weights will be obtained from Fairgrounds scales on arrival. Steers are
shrunk 3%, while hogs and lambs will be shrunk 2%.

8. Each Livestock Exhibitor may pre-register two animals but must decide at or before weigh-in of Fair on one animal to be
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sold at market. Siblings may share back-up animals, just remember to register the back-up animal with all siblings’ names
attached.
9. Barn stalls will be cleaned by 9:00am each morning of the Fair and will be kept clean by exhibitor during the day until

10:00 PM.

10. All livestock must be fitted according to breed, species and gender.

11. Livestock will be subjected to use in livestock judging contest.

12. Exhibitor must show their own animal in market and fitting and showing classes, in order to sell that animal at the market
sale.

13. The Fair Advisory Committee reserves the right to withhold premium monies from any exhibitor who fails to comply
completely with the foregoing rules.

14. All animals to be entered in market stock sale, must be born and raised in the USA.

15. Nose leads are required for all bulls over 1 year of age when being shown or moved.

16. Large animals include Beef, Horses, Dairy, Swine and Sheep.

17. Judges’ decisions are final.

18. Exhibitors must comply Washington State Veterinary requirements.

19. The Livestock Committee has the sole discretion to remove animals from the fair for good cause.

ONLINE Registration is available beginning August 1, 2020.
We encourage all Fair exhibitors to use this service in order
to simplify your Fair experience. Go to www.okanogancounty.org/fair to register.

MARKET STOCK TAGGING AND PRE-REGISTRATION:

Each exhibitor is allowed to tag two animals. All market animal exhibitors (except swine) must pick up their ear tags from Fair
office. All Market animals must submit a photo of the right side of the animals (include tagged ear in the picture) for pre-reg-
istration. REMEMBER- this is pre-registration; all animals in beef, swine, sheep, and goat barns, must also be registered
by August 21, 2020.This includes feeder swine, dairy cattle, heifers, yearlings, sheep breeding stock, etc. (Horses fall under
different rules)

Beef, Sheep, Swine preregistration deadline: June 11, 2020. Animal will be tagged at weigh-in at the fair.
Swine, Goat, Alpaca ShoWorks registration deadline: August 21, 2020.

Horse, Rabbit, Cat, Poultry ShoWorks registration deadline: August 31, 2020.

Each exhibitor with sheep, swine, or beef may tag 2 animals for fair, siblings may share one tagged animal as their second ani-
mal.
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MARKET ANIMAL WEIGH-IN

In the case of two (2) registered animals: Exhibitor must declare which animal is their main animal at weigh-in. If that animal
makes weight it must be used. If the animal does not make weight, then the exhibitor may weigh the other animal. In the case
of one (1) registered animal: If the animal is overweight or underweight it may be brought back to be weighed a second time. If
the animal is still over or underweight at weigh-in cutoff time, it can be entered as a breeding animal or as a feeder, and can be
shown, but not sold at the Market Stock Sale.

Market Animal Weigh-in on September 9, 2020.

BEEF: Weigh-in starts at 2:00 PM, cut off time is 7:00 PM

SHEEP: Weigh-in starts at 1:00 PM, cut off time is 7:00 PM.

SWINE: Weigh in begins at 10:00 AM. If the animal is overweight or underweight by 5 pounds or less, that animal may

be brought back before 5:00 PM at which time the primary animal will be weighed in first and the secondary animal will be
weighed in second. Animals will only be allowed to be re-weighed one time. Swine must not remain in barn until weight require-
ments are met. In the case of one (1) registered animal: If the animal is overweight or underweight by 5 pounds or less it may be
brought back by 5:00 PM to be weighed a second time. If the animal is more than 5 pounds over or under weight, the animal will
not be re-weighed, but can be entered as a breeding animal, or a feeder and can be shown, but not sold at the Market Stock Sale.

All pre-registration forms and photos must be returned to Fair office by the above, named dates.

Pre-Fair tagging is mandatory if animal (beef or sheep) is to be entered into Market class and sold at the Market Stock Sale.
IF UNTAGGED ANIMALS SHOW UP AT THE FAIR THEY CAN BE SHOWN IN FITTING AND SHOWING BUT
CAN NOT BE ENTERED IN THE MARKET CLASS AND WILL NOT BE SOLD WITH THE EXCEPTION OF
SWINE. NO UNREGISTERED SWINE WILL BE ALLOWED INTO THE FAIR.

Animal exhibitors - You MUST present your pass when checking in with your Superintendent in order to re-
ceive your show numbers and schedule.

The Producers of Merit Program (POM) is a supplemental program for 4-H and FFA participants that is not required for live-

stock exhibitors.

For more information and to pick up contest packets, contact the WSU Okanogan County Extension Office at 509-422-7245.

The packets can be picked up at 1234 2nd Ave S. Okanogan, 98840.

The following are the requirements for the POM Program:
1. This program is open to any youth who participates in 4-H, FFA, or Youth Open at the Okanogan County Fair and exhibits

beef, sheep, or swine.

Only (2) animals per POM participant per species may be weighed.

POM participants must weigh animals as close to purchase date as possible.

POM participants must participate in a club/group weighing event or conduct a self-weigh-in at chosen scales.

At self-weigh-ins your animal(s) should be weighed and tagged. Fill out the POM “Self-Weigh-In Registration Form” and

sign the “Commitment to Excellence” form included in the packet. Mail both forms postmarked by July 1st, 2020 to the

WSU Okanogan County Extension Office, P.O. Box 391, Okanogan, WA 98840. OR drop forms off at the Extension Office:

1234 2nd Ave S Okanogan, 98840.

6. At the Okanogan County Fair, POM animals must have the same tag they were tagged with at weigh-in. Notify the WSU
Extension Office if the identity tag is lost.

7. POM Completion Form, Record Calculations, and a copy of the Stall Record must be turned in at the 4-H building by
9:00am, Thursday morning of the Okanogan County Fair.

8. POM participants must:

Participate in a community service activity.

Give an agricultural related speech, demonstration, or public presentation.

Participate in the fitting and showing, educational and herdsmanship contests.

Participate in the livestock-judging contest at the Okanogan County Fair.

Complete and display a stall record sheet at the stall of the POM animal at the Okanogan County Fair for its entirety. If

a stall record card is misplaced or destroyed by the animal, another card must be put up.

f. The POM producers will be recognized in the local newspaper.

g. POM rosettes will be available on Saturday morning before the market sale so they can be displayed on the animal
during the auction.

h. Cash awards will be awarded at an awards ceremony held after fair. Any cash awards that are offered will not be avail
able to the youth until a thank you letter for the donor is written and submitted to the WSU Extension Office.

i. Cash awards will not be available for POM animals that receive a white ribbon because they do not follow industry
standards.

J.  The producer (youth) should refer to the POM Commitment of Excellence Form when making decisions surrounding
their animals.
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MARKET STOCK SALE

The Market Stock Fund is a separate entity from the Okanogan County Fair as is the Market Livestock Sale.

1. Each exhibitor must be a permanent resident of Okanogan County, or an enrolled member or leader in the FFA or Boy/
Girl Scout program within Okanogan County or Bridgeport. Youth 4-H exhibitors must be currently enrolled 4-H mem-
bers in Okanogan County or Colville Reservation WSU Extension 4-H program by August 1.

2. Each exhibitor may participate in only one (1) sale during the entire Fair and then sell only one (1) animal. Sale animals
must have earned a Blue or Red ribbon to be eligible for the Market Sale. White Ribbon market stock is not eligible to be
sold.

3. All market livestock exhibited must be sold at the Okanogan County Fair Market Stock Sale unless withdrawn from the
sale within one hour after placings are completed. Grand Champion and Reserve Grand Champion market sale
animals will be sold and slaughtered and may not be withdrawn from the sale.

4. Market beef and dairy cattle must have a bill of sale or a brand slip from the brand owner and consignment brand slip to
the Market Stock Sale.

5. No exhibitor less than 8 years old will be allowed to sell an animal at the market stock sale.

6. Exhibitors participating in the Market Livestock Sale shall have participated in Fitting and Showing in the Market class
for their species and have presented an Educational Exhibit.

7. All steers and heifers sold at the Fair auction must have halters left on them until loaded by the buyer. Each halter must
be marked and may be picked up at the Fairgrounds Office after the Fair is over.

8. The seller of animals sold at any auction will be responsible for the animal until the close of the Fair at 3:00 PM Sunday.

9. Market stock money will be mailed within 45 days after the Fair, provided buyers have paid.

10. 2% of all auction stock money is retained by the market stock administration and may be used for repair and improve-
ments to animal areas, to purchase straw, and cover the loss of an animal if it dies. Various projects it has funded are: Beef
wash rack, hoses/nozzles, sound system, water nozzles, fans, livestock loading chute, lawn mower, gates, rental of cover
for sheep barn during Fair, paint and boards for repair. The Market Stock Fund is a separate entity from the Okanogan
County Fair. Checks to sellers of market stock will not be mailed out until everyone who purchased an animal has paid
their bill in full.

11. Anyone registering a market animal must sell or pay $25.00 to cover brand inspection, beef check off, and straw used.

12. The Market Livestock Auction is an auction where the young people sell their livestock they have shown in the Fair as
market animals (to be used for commercial processing); it is a great way for you to show support of their hard work. The
processors are contracted prior to the sale and a set price per pound is pre-arranged (floor price). The bidding starts at
floor price. This is when your support is needed. This is top quality livestock. There is a tremendous amount of effort,
care, and expense the young people of our county provide to their animals. If you want to pay full price you can take the
animal home, plus a $10.00 fee. If you want to pay support only, subtract the floor price from your bid. This is what you
pay. Market stock payments to exhibitors will be mailed within 45 days after the Fair provided all buyers
have paid in full. This will be paid by the Market Stock Fund, not the Okanogan County Fair. MARKET
STOCK SALE is 3:00 PM, Saturday.

13. Please pay night of sale. After you sign the sales sheet no changes will be allowed.

14. For questions after fair, remember that the Market Stock Sale is a separate entity and office staff will not have direct infor-
mation regarding sales and checks.

1. Washington State Horseman Rules will apply to performance as well as games. All judges’ decisions will be final. OKAN-
OGAN COUNTY FIRE ADVISORY COMMITTEE RULES SHALL SUPERSEDE ANY AND ALL OTHERS. Please read the
following general horse rules carefully.

2. Okanogan County Fair Advisory Committee reserves the right to interpret the rules and will make all the decisions in the
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event of a protest.

Assignment of stalls will be made by superintendents and posted on front of barn office the Sunday prior to Fair.

Stallions and mares with colts at side will have priority over any horse for large box stalls.

Horses being stalled in show barns will be allowed to participate in races and games, but no horses will be stalled in show

barns unless shown in a Fair premium class.

6. Exercising will be permitted until 9:00am and between 5:00 and 6:30 PM, unless otherwise posted. Designated area for
riding and exercising will be the arenas. The infield may be used for lunging only. All entrances and exits to the infield and
arenas shall be made from the North end of the barns. ONLY ADULTS WILL BE ALLOWED ON THE RACE TRACK.

7. Horses must be saddled and bridled while being ridden. All horses will be tacked up in the tack-up area. No tack on horses
in stalls. Riders must have boots and proper gear. NO RIDING DOUBLE. Must walk unmounted from tack-up area to the
barn.

8. Each exhibitor is responsible for care of his assigned stall and the floor area adjacent.

9. Horse owners not complying with printed rules in this Fair Premium Book will be subject to disqualification, removal of
entries from the Fair and withholding of premium money.

10. Stallions are prohibited in youth classes, exception being foals shown at halter one year old or younger.

11. Exhibitors may show only 2 horses except that a mare with a nursing foal shall be considered a unit of one.

12. Registration papers are to be made available upon demand. Only registered horses may be exhibited in any breed classes.

13. All horses must be entered in fitting and showing and one riding event, with the exception of weanling colts, which must
show in ground training class, to qualify for premium points in the horse division. Participants who fit and show in other
large animal fitting and showing may use that as their fitting and showing requirements with a note from the other super-
intendent. If not in fit-and-show no premium points or awards will be given.

14. Western apparel is required: Long-sleeved shirt, pants, Western hat, boots, and tie or scarf. Chaps and spurs are optional
and belt may be optional if a vest is worn that covers the belt loops. Helmets are STRONGLY recommended for
youth division riders. The judge will address any safety issues and unsafe exhibitors may be asked to leave the arena.

Headgear will count as a Western or English hat and will not be a
deduction in apparel requirements.

People, and 8 and under experienced youth may enter Junior Open classes but no cross entry to Little
People.

Ties will be broken first by Fitting and
Showing results, if still tied then by Herdsmanship results. High Point Adults must sign up at the horse barns Wednesday
or early Thursday morning prior to showing. Points will be compiled on same horse and rider unit, using the same tally as
previously presented in this rule. Same horse and rider combination cannot win two consecutive years.

7. The Fur & Feather Barn has no storage space for small items. Please leave all feed, grooming equipment and cages at your
camp site.

8. Birds must be fed, watered, and cages cleaned before 9:00am and after 7:00 PM. Birds not properly cared for will be sent
home and premium points will be forfeited.

Suggestions for Fruit and Vegetable Exhibits

1. Fruits and vegetables are generally judged according to size, quality, color, trueness to variety, freedom from blemishes,
and uniformity of size.

2. The best size to select is not the largest nor the smallest but the one which most properly represents the variety and is of
the size and shape normal for the variety without irregularities in form.

3. Quality should be of the highest. Fruit and vegetables should be mature, should generally retain their stems (unless other-
wise specified), and must be free from bruises and broken skin or any visible imperfection. Fruits and vegetables on each
plate should be as uniform as is possible to select.

4. Color should be characteristic of the variety. Color may be brightened by polishing with a soft cloth. Prunes, plums and
grapes should never be polished and on these it is best to retain all the natural bloom possible.

Contact WSU Okanogan County Extension, 422-7245, for current canning books and
recommendations. Any preserved food entered without a canning label or with incorrect information that could suggest a safety
problem will not be judged.

9. Dried foods must be in either standard ¥z pint or pint jar with name of food and drying time.

10. All canned product must be preserved according to USDA and Washington State University recommendations. All tomato
products must have citric acid or lemon juice added.

11. All products must have a label indicating product name, date of preservation, processing method (including raw and hot
pack, water bath or pounds pressure) and processing time and at elevation processed. Labels are provided by Fair.

12. Products with no labels, incomplete information, unsealed jars or unsafe processing methods and/or times stated on the
label will be disqualified.

13. SALSA ITEMS: All canned product must be preserved according to USDA and Washington State University recommen-
dations. IMPORTANT: Follow the directions carefully for each recipe. Use the amounts of vinegar, lemon, or lime juice
listed. You may change the amount of spices, if desired. Do not can salsas that do not follow these or other research tested
recipes. Salsa may be frozen or stored in the refrigerator. Do not thicken these salsas with flour or cornstarch before
canning. After you open a jar to use, you may pour off some of the liquid or thicken with cornstarch. Approved recipes are
available at the Okanogan County Extension Office.

Only products canned and dried according to USDA, WSU, National Center for Home Food Preservation, and Ball Blue
Book recommendations will be judged at the Fair.

Jam, Jelly and pickle products need not be WSU Extension recipes, but processing recommendations must be followed.
Contact WSU Extension for current canning books and recommendations, including information on adjustments for
elevation.

Any canned food entered without a canning label or with incorrect information that could suggest a safety problem will
not be judged.

All canned products to be exhibited in standard canning jars, nothing smaller than 8oz (one- half pint).

Rings should be removed.

All jam and jelly products must be exhibited in standard canning jars, processed and sealed with a lid. No paraffin is per-
mitted.

All jars must be labeled giving type of food, processing method and elevation, processing time and date. Labels are avail-
able from WSU Extension prior to the Fair. Place labels on top of jar.

Due to the potential presence of e-coli and salmonella bacteria in raw meat, an Extension-approved recipe using
pre-treated meats for drying is available from the WSU Okanogan County Extension office.

Using the notecard provided, please write the resource (USDA, WSU, National Center for Home Food Preservation, Ball
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Blue Book) used for the recipe of all dried and canned products, except for jams, jellies, and pickled products. Recipes
may be included, but are not required.

Gates will
not be opened again until after the races are complete.
*Registration for ALL track races will be from 5:00 PM on Friday evening and on Saturday one hour from the completion of that
days’ races in the race office/trailer outside the Northeast gate.

KIDS ARENA AND TRACK RACES; AND TIMED EVENT RULES
1. Registration for Saturday Timed Events (Barrel racing and Team Roping) will be at the arena starting at 10:00 am.
Registration for Sunday Kid’s Arena games, forms are available in the 4-H horse barn office throughout the fair.
Judges decisions are FINAL.
No jockeys allowed in the Kid’s Races.
No stallions or horses in gate race training allowed in the Kid’s Races.
Legal pony measurement is 54”.
If you cannot control your horse at the start of the race, you are disqualified.
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8. Horses must be able to be stopped after the race by the X mile marker or racer is disqualified.
9. ALL contestants must sign a participant/parent release form, which can be downloaded at the Fair website: www.okano
gancountyfair.org/fair or there will be some available with the registration forms.
10. Team Roping is for Okanogan County and Bridgeport residents only.
11. Women'’s Barrel Racers must be 18 years of age or over. Women'’s Barrels is open to Okanogan County and Bridgeport resi
dents only.
12. Kid’s races and timed event participants are not eligible for stalls in the race barn area.
13. All participants in kids’ events will be awarded prizes.
14. Hard hats or helmets are REQUIRED for Kid’s events.
15. Shirts, jeans, and boots are required for all Kid’s and Timed events.
16. Junior Relay Teams: Riders must be between 13-17 years of age. All adult racers must be 18 years of age. Loose horse on
track is disqualification. Rider MUST BE MOUNTED before horse is released.
17. Draw for 6 teams, 3 teams or no race. MUST WEAR HELMETS!
18. NO DOGS ALLOWED.

GATE RACES
1. For Race Horse Stalls call Carol Sivak 509-557-9056. For race horse camping reservations, also call Carol Sivak. Arrange
ments must be made before Wednesday. Stalls not claimed by 7 PM on Friday will be re-assigned.
2.All owner and jockeys must sign a participant release form, which can be downloaded at the Fair website; www.okano
gancountyfair.org/fair If they should race without signing this form they will be disqualified. All owners must complete a
W-9 before they can race their horse.
3. Post time is 1:00 PM on Saturday and 11:00 AM on Sunday.
4. All gate race horses must return past the judge’s stand after each race. The winning horse must enter the winner’s circle
with the jockey.
. All entry fees are added to the purse.
. Judge’s decisions are FINAL.
7. Official starter shall have the authority to load gates in proper manner and sequence and has the authority to scratch a
horse.
8. Saddle numbers and silks need to be checked out at race office. No loose or sloppy clothing permitted.
9. Any whipping of the horse must be a brushing motion along the length of the horse’s body.

10. No horse can be pushed, struck or urged out of the gate by any person other than the jockey. A horse must not change
positions during the race unless there is a minimum of 1 %% lengths between the horses.

11. Relay Teams: Must be at least 18 years of age, loose horse on the track is a disqualification. 1 catcher, 2 holders per team.
Draw to 6 places, 3 teams or no race.

12. The 1 Mile Derby will be run on Sunday. The horses entered must race Saturday to be eligible.

13. Horses entered in maiden races shall have never won a race anywhere in front of a judge.

14. There will be a non-placers race on Sunday. All horses must have run in a race on Saturday and not finished first or sec
ond.

15. No exercising horse on track between 8:00 am and 8:00 PM on Thursday and Friday.

16. Races other than gate races will be started with a starting gun. It is the starter’s discretion if it is a good start. The starter
has the authority to call them back.

17. Protests must be made IMMEDIATELY AFTER THE RACE. Protests or claim of foul, by either owner or jockey must
be signaled to the placing judges. They should RESPECTFULLY approach the finish line judge and report/inquire. The
judge’s decision is final.

18. PLEASE ABIDE BY FAIRGROUND RULES (review pages 6-10) Public consumption of alcohol except in designated areas
is prohibited and all use of any drug is prohibited on fairgrounds property. Any obscene, abusive or unethical conduct
displayed by any person will not be tolerated. Breaking these rules may result in the eviction from the Fairgrounds and
disqualification from participation in races for the remainder of the weekend. This may also result in the forfeiting of
winnings.
