WHEREAS, the Board of County Commissioners thereby continued the budget hearing to December 27,
2016 at 4:00 p.m. and again to December 30, 2016 at 9:00 a.m.; and

WHEREAS, the Board of County Commissioners provided all parties opportunity to be heard on the
preliminary proposed 2017 budget.

Whereas the Board of County Commissioners held a public hearing on the adoption of its 2017 budget
and found corrections that needed to be made.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the Board of County Commissioners that resolution 142-
2016 is hereby repealed in its entirety and fully replaced by this resolution.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the 2017 Operating Budget of the Junior Taxing Districts
and Public Works as reflected in the Attachment “A” are hereby adopted at the departmental level,
according to the Budget Accounting, Reporting System (BARS) for Counties promulgated by the
Washington State Auditor.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED the Board of County Commissioners hereby adopts
the 2017 Okanogan County Current Expense and Miscellaneous Funds budget, as Attachment “B” in
accordance with the Budget Accounting, Reporting System (BARS) for Counties promulgated by the
Washington State Auditor and in accordance with the following: whereby estimates itemized and
classified as required by RCW 36.40 and as hereby finally fixed and adopted in detail by the Board of
County Commissioners shall constitute the appropriations for the county current expense for the ensuing
fiscal year; and every county official shall be limited in the making of expenditures or the incurring of
liabilities to the amount of the detailed appropriation items or classes respectively in each itemized BARS
line.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that no salary and/or benefit line amounts shall be adjusted in any county
departmental budget without prior written authorization by the Board of County Commissioners.
