our suppliers.  We will still accept orders after this date as long as supplies last. 

2. Payment is required at time of order.  Acceptable forms of payment are cash or check. 

3. Tree Pickup will be Friday, April 25, 2025 between 8 AM and 6 PM and  Saturday, April 26, 2025 be-

tween 8 AM and 12 PM. Pick up will be at the Orleans County DPW located at 225 West Academy St., 

Albion.  Please arrange for someone to pick up your seedlings if you are unable to do so.  The District 

will not be responsible for replacement of orders that remain unclaimed after April 20th.  

4. Seedlings must be planted as soon as possible after pickup to ensure survival. 

5. Bare-root seedlings are not subject to sales tax.  Sales tax is included in the price for other conserva-

tion supplies.  Seedlings are to be used for conservation purposes.   

6. Delivery is available to locations within Orleans County for a $20.00 charge.
