US 23 ROAD IMPROVEMENT PROJECT - The state and fed-
eral government have funded a 6.5 million dollar MDOT US 23 
Road Reconstruction project which is now in full swing. The 
project is approximately 2 miles in length and will involve the 
removal of the road from the top asphalt to approximately 6 
feet in depth in some areas, upgrading of road-way storm wa-
ter drainage, water main upgrades/replacement and side walk 
upgrades to meet the American with Disabilities Act (ADA).  
Because the road reconstruction project will impact the existing  
sidewalks, a streetscape enhancement project will be complet-
ed in conjunction with the project.  The streetscape enhance-
ment project will consist of new sidewalks from Division Street 
to the intersection of US 23 & F-41 as well as landscaping, new 
light poles and the burying of overhead wires in the 5 lane sec-
tion of downtown.   For updates on the construction schedule 
the public and business community are encouraged to attend 
9:00 AM Monday morning meetings that are held in the Os-
coda Township Conference Center located at 208 S. State.  
Coffee and doughnuts are provided and representatives from 
both MDOT and the contractor, M&M Construction, are there to 
answer potential questions.
