AESTHETIC DESIGN AND SITE PLAN REVIEW BOARD
Monday, August 24, 2020

The Aesthetic Design and Site Plan Review Board meeting was called to order at 6:10 p.m. by Chairperson
Mark Lake in the Council Chambers, City Hall, 421 Michigan Street.

Roll Call: Members Mark Lake, Dennis Statz, Jon Burk, and Mark Struck were present. Excused: Members
Cheryl Frank and Cindy Weber. Due to technical difficulties Mr. Augustson was unable to appear virtually
via Zoom. Also present were Planner/Zoning Administrator Christopher Sullivan-Robinson and Community
Development Secretary Cheryl Nault.

Approval of minutes from July 27, 2020: Moved by Mr. Burk, seconded by Mr. Statz to approve the
minutes from July 27, 2020. All ayes. Carried.

Consideration of: Building facade and site improvements for Sunrise Elementary School, located
at 1414 Rhode Island Street: EUA Architect Gary Woodward presented plans for a full window and
exterior door replacements. The windows will be framed in anodized aluminum that will freshen up the
building. The doors will be changed to composite insulated doors in dark bronze to match the windows.
The wall pack lights will be replaced with LED cut-off lights that will match what is existing. The existing
south building entrance walk will be replaced for ADA compliance.

After a short discussion, it was moved by Mr. Statz, seconded by Mr. Burk to issue a certificate of
appropriateness as presented. All ayes. Carried.

Consideration of: Building addition and site improvements for Sawyer Elementary School, located
at 60 Willow Drive: Mr. Woodward presented plans for an 8,116 square-foot addition to the east side of
the existing school building, including landscape restoration and new sidewalk installation. The building
addition is tight within the setbacks.

Mr. Sullivan-Robinson stated that there were no issues with this project. They are working with the City
Engineer for stormwater management.

Superintendent of Sturgeon Bay Schools Dan Tjernagel stated that the plan in the future is to add solar
panels on top of the roof or gymnasium.

The Board discussed the request. Moved by Mr. Statz, seconded by Mr. Struck to issue a certificate of
appropriateness as presented. All ayes. Carried.

Consideration of: Building addition and site improvements for Sturgeon Bay High School, located
at 1230 Michigan Street: EUA Architect Roberto Jaimes stated that the project design is for safety and
security entryways leading into the high school and district office. A 305 square-foot entrance addition will
be added to the high school/district office and a 1814 square-foot addition to the main entrance/lobby of the
south side of the school. The addition will compliment the high school by creating an inviting entrance. The
brick will match what is existing. The school logo may be added, but would have to come back for approval.
Soffit lights will be installed under the canopy.

A new bus lane for student drop-off and pick-up area will be added on the east side of N. 12" Avenue, with
associated landscape restoration and new sidewalks to accommodate the new building additions and to
replace what's existing.

There will be some trees removed and Mr. Sullivan-Robinson will confirm if they need to be replaced. Mr.
Tjernagel said if needed there was no problem and they would replace them.

After further discussion, it was moved by Mr. Statz, seconded by Mr. Burk to grant a certificate of
appropriateness as presented for the renovation of the Sturgeon Bay High School/Middle School and
District Office. All ayes. Carried.

Consideration of: Facade restoration for Shirley Young, 234-236 N. 3" Avenue: Shirley Weese Young
presented plans to bring the facade of her building at 234-236 N 3 Avenue back to life to resemble the
original building. The brick storefront with have new doors and windows with coconut cream and cascade
blue trim, along with a 4-foot retractable awning in blue and cream colors.

Mr. Sullivan-Robinson stated that there were no issues with this project.

After a short discussion, it was moved by Mr. Struck, seconded by Mr. Statz to issue a certificate of
appropriateness as presented. All ayes. Carried.

Subject: Fincantieri 420 & 433 Buildings Review

Fincantieri Bay Shipbuilding seeks approval for the design of two construction projects
located in the south yard of their manufacturing facility.

Building 420, located at the south property line, will be expanded toward the north and west
by approximately 60,000 square feet. The addition will match the existing structures
architectural elements such as colors, accents, and features along the south side of the
building. The addition follows the line of the existing fence line. Fincantieri plans to keep the
portion of the fence that extends to the water from the end of the new addition to act as a
visual screen to the neighboring property. There is existing landscaping between the existing
structure and the adjoining property that will be extended along that side of the building
addition. The building design is compatible with the other former Palmer Johnson buildings
that were acquired by Bay Shipbuilding.

In August, the building received variances to exceed the maximum height and to encroach
the setback from the south property line. However, it was recently identified that the proposed
building encroaches into the 25-foot setback from navigable waters. So, either the applicant
needs to seek out a separate variance or modify the building to meet that setback. Per the
approved variance, Fincantieri will need to meet the following conditions:

a. Within 6 months, Fincantieri must submit a Third Avenue improvement plan and
schedule for completing improvements that addresses the appearance of the
shipyard to mitigate the new building project, including addressing landscaping
along Third Avenue, paving of parking areas, the appearance and use of the
buildings at 325 N. Third Ave (former Red Oak Winery), 341 N. Third Ave (former
R.R. Depot), and the temporary steel buildings in that corridor. The plan and
schedule need to meet staff approval.

b. Fincantieri must comply with applicable Wisconsin DNR and City of Sturgeon Bay
requirements for managing stormwater runoff.

Building 433, located adjacent to Berth Two, is a 210’ x 410’ new construction project which
will be situated perpendicular to the water. This building is designed with similar colors,
accents, and windows as building 420. This building is 110 feet tall with a peaked roof and
parapets on the east and west sides of the building. Building 433 received a variance for
exceeding the height allowance with the same conditions as Building 420 and with the
additional condition that the location of the building shall be at least 75 feet from Berth Two
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on the north side of the building and may be adjusted not more than three feet in all directions
from the location depicted in the submitted site plan.

Other Considerations: Stormwater management code does not apply to this project based on
review by the City Engineer. This site is completely impervious. However, the project will
need to be approved by the DNR’s stormwater regulations. This property is also located
within the floodplain. So, a portion of the property will be filled to elevate the land out of the
floodplain.

Based on the committee’'s aesthetic design guidelines the following items should be
discussed:

1(d) Where possible, buildings should be situated on the site to promote and protect public
views to and along shorelines from public roads and other public lands. The addition to
Building 420 will not materially impact views to the water. The current Building 420 and the
fence already effectively block views from the nearby public right-of-way. Building 433 is
located from than 300 feet away from the 3™ Avenue right-of-way and is partly behind the
former railroad depot and Bay Ship’s paint building. It replaces existing buildings that already
block the view. The water edge (not counting the slip for Berths 2 and 3) is nearly 1,000 feet
from 3 Avenue.

2 (b) The interior circulation of the site shall be designed to provide for the convenient and
safe flow of pedestrians and non-pedestrian traffic through the site and to/from public streets
or sidewalks. The building has been positioned to allow for the flow of steel processing and
ability to get delivery trucks and equipment into and out of the buildings without impacting the
dock area. The shipyard is a secure site so only authorized personnel are allowed into the
area.

3 (b) Buildings should be sited and designed fo be aesthetically pleasing as viewed from
adjoining public streets. Excessively long, unbroken building facades shall be avoided.
Building materials and design features shall be consistent with the general design theme
and/or proposed use of the development. These buildings are very large and despite the long
distance from the adjoining public streets, breaking up the blank facades is warranted. The
applicant is proposing to use decorative panels similar to the former PJ’s buildings.

4(b) The use of identical building materials on all sides of a building that are visible from
public streets is encouraged. The proposed buildings meet this criterion.

5(a) The appearance of paved areas should be enhanced through landscaping. Large
parking areas shall comply with the interior landscaping requirements of the Sturgeon Bay
Zoning Code. Required landscape islands shall be dispersed throughout the parking area to
avoid large expanses of pavement. Although not part of this submittal, Bay Shipbuilding
indicates that it intends to pave and improve the existing parking area north of the former
railroad depot. This improvement will be part of the Third Avenue improvement plan required
by the Zoning Board of Appeals. Parking lot landscaping requirements will be needed at that
time. No landscaping of the work space is planned, but the landscaping alongside the south
side of the 420 building is proposed to be extended the length of the addition.
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5(d) Vegetative landscaping shall be used to soften the appearance of blank walls. No
landscaping along the buildings is proposed except the south side of Building 420 facing the
Harbor Business Center.

6(a) Exterior light fixtures shall be shielded such that direct beams of light are not cast
skyward or onto adjoining property. Exterior light fixtures for signage, building entrances,
accents, parking lots, and landscaped areas are strongly encouraged to be downward
directed. Auto-dimmers and timers are encouraged for all exterior lights to limit energy waste
during non-operational hours. No additional outside lights are proposed other than wall packs
on the buildings. A requirement to shield such lights should be considered.

6(b) Lighting of an intensity beyond which is reasonably required to conduct operations or
maintain security is discouraged. Given the nature of the work, more lighting than typical
commercial or industrial uses is needed. Bay Shipbuilding has indicated a willingness to
improve and shield its lighting, particularly to avoid glare across the bay. Conditions on new
lighting could be considered such as shielding.

6(c) Lighting fixtures and devices promoting energy efficiency are encouraged.

Project

Fincantieri Bay Shipbuilding (FBS)

New Building B433 and Addition to B420
605 N. Third Ave., Sturgeon Bay, WI
Zoning: I-2 Heavy Industrial

The intent of the narrative below is to provide further detail and information regarding the
noted items that may not be clear or entirely included within the submitted drawings.

Roadways and Parking

No parking will be added as part of these projects. No impacts to the adjacent interior
access roadway is anticipated other than driveway adjustments. Interior vehicle access
will be slightly modified for trucking delivery and movements.

Storm Water Management Approach

Fincantieri Bay Shipbuilding is planning to construct a new structure and an addition to
an existing structure on the campus in Sturgeon Bay, WI. The site is located along
within existing parcels owned by FBS, in the City of Sturgeon Bay, Door County.
Construction work associated with this project will include: Building 433 and an addition
to Building 420, and associated utility adjustment and trucking access drive. The storm
sewer system will direct drainage to the existing storm sewer. Minor utility relocations
will be done within the parcel.

Drainage for the site is under the jurisdiction of the City of Sturgeon Bay (municipal code
and WDNR (Chapter NR151). Notice of Intent for stormwater discharge permit will be
submitted to WDNR and the Certificate of Coverage provide to the City Engineering
Department upon receipt. This site is classified as redevelopment by definition of the
regulating agencies. Post-construction stormwater management requirements are as
follows:

e The site is exempt from runoff peak discharge reduction being a redevelopment.

e Best management practices (BMPs) are designed to control total suspended

solids (TSS) carried by runoff from the post-construction site by 40-percent for
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the redevelopment, based on an average annual rainfall, as compared to no
runoff management controls.

o The site is exempt from infiltration requirements being a redevelopment and
industrial use.

Site Lighting
Site lighting will consist of building lighting wall packs at door access points, ingress and
egress points, and others required for emergency access.

Setbacks

Proposed Condition: Building B433 is located well interior to the site and all front, side
and rear setback will be exceeded. For Building B420 addition, and side yard setback
variance was granted to match the setback of the existing B420. A Combination Certified
Survey Map is being prepared and will be submitted to the City to consolidate lots where
B420 and B433 reside, eliminating the interior lot line adjacent to the current B420.

Upon recording of the Combination CSM, along with the side yard setback variance, all
setback requirements for B420 with the addition will be met.

Subject: New Construction for Peninsula Title

Peninsula Title is constructing a new facility at the corner of Lansing Ave and Green Bay
Road (former Mandarin Garden Restaurant). It is a 7,000 square-foot single-story building
with a finished basement. The building utilizes both vertical and horizontal siding as well as
stone on all sides of the building. Several types and sizes of windows are used in this design.
Roof structures are added on several windows and one entryway. There will be added
landscape around the building and in the parking lot. A portion of the parking lot will be
resurfaced with asphalt. The plan calls for the reuse of the previous light fixtures. No signage
is proposed at this time. There is no increase in impervious surface, so stormwater
management code does not apply. Existing access points will be utilized off of Green Bay
Road and South Lansing Ave. Parking lot circulation will be more controlled with painted
parking spaces and added landscape islands.

Based on the committees Aesthetic Design Guidelines the following should be discussed:

1 (b) The site shall be designed to accomplish a desirable transition from the public
streetscape, and between commercial, industrial, and residential land use areas. The new
building generally matches the relationships of the former building, but it improves
coordination with the adjoining property.

3 (a) Buildings shall not be limited to a preferred type of architecture or building materials.
However, architectural styles, which are generally not common to Sturgeon Bay or
Northeastern Wisconsin, are discouraged. The proposed building does not appear to match
any particular style and is very unique.

3 (b) Buildings should be sited and designed to be aesthetically pleasing as viewed from
adjoining public streets. Excessively long, unbroken building facades shall be avoided.
Building materials and design features shall be consistent with the general design theme
and/or proposed use of the development. The design includes several materials, along with
bump-outs, to provide interest.

3(e) Rhythm/re-occurring patterns in windows and storefronts are encouraged. This
appears to be met.

3 (f) Building components, such as windows, doors, eaves, and parapet, should be in
proportionate scale in relationship to one another.



4 (b) The use of identical building materials on all sides of a building that are visible from
public streets is encouraged. This criterion is met.

5(a) The appearance of paved areas should be enhanced through landscaping. Large
parking areas shall comply with the interior landscaping requirements of the Sturgeon Bay
Zoning Code. Required landscape islands shall be dispersed throughout the parking area to
avoid large expanses of pavement. The project reuses an existing parking area, but some
landscape islands are being added. It is an improvement over the Mandarin Gardens parking
layout.

6 (a) Exterior light fixtures shall be shielded such that direct beams of light are not cast
skyward or onto adjoining property. Exterior light fixtures for signage, building entrances,
accents, parking lots, and landscaped areas are strongly encouraged to be downward
directed. Auto-dimmers and timers are encouraged for all exterior lights to limit energy waste
during non-operational hours. Standard conditions regarding shielding should be considered
by the Board.

6 (b) Lighting of an intensity beyond which is reasonably required to conduct operations or
maintain security is discouraged. A lighting plan has not been submitted, but the application
indicates that lighting from the old use will be reused.

6 (c) Lighting fixtures and devices promoting energy efficiency are encouraged.

7. Signage. Signage to be reviewed by committee at a future date.

Marcus Trana, property owner of 43 S. 2" Ave, seek design approval of a second-floor
garage addition to be used as a gallery / studio space. The general foot print of the building
will not be expanded. The building currently has metal siding and roof which will be
duplicated on the second floor. Windows will be added to the second floor. No lighting is
shown on the plan. No signage is shown on the plan.

Per the City’s Aesthetic Design Guidelines, the committee should discuss the following:

3 (a) Buildings shall not be limited to a preferred type of architecture or building materials.
However, architectural styles, which are generally not common to Sturgeon Bay or
Northeastern Wisconsin, are discouraged. This criterion is met.

3 (d) Buildings on in-fill sites shall be compatible with surrounding buildings in terms of
scale, massing, height, entrances, and windows. The styles of construction in this area vary
s0, this criterion doesn’t really apply.

3 () Building components, such as windows, doors, eaves, and parapet, should be in
proportionate scale in relationship to one another. The criterion is met

4 (d) Metal siding is strongly discouraged except for industrial buildings or for facades not
facing public areas such as streets or parking areas. The structure has existing metal siding,
so the impact isn’'t that substantial. However, the committee could require the use of an
alternate material.

6 Lighting: Any exterior lighting for this structure should be downward directed and contained
within the property.

7. Signage: Any signage will need to be review by the zoning administrator and the Aesthetic
Design and Site Plan Review Board.
