Where zoning permits residential within commercial
areas, it is appropriate to set aside part or all of the
upper floors of businesses as a residence. These
mixed-use buildings may require two entrances, one for
customers, and a second, private entrance to the
residence above. The entire building shall comply with
the commercial guidelines of the St. Luke's Historic
District

Loft units over commercial areas provide additional
housing options for residents who enjoy the
convenience of living directly over their storefront or
who may want to rent out the commercial space below.
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
