As our community recovers and rebuilds,
please know that we are working tirelessly to help our
Woodridge community and neighbors through this
devastating time. We are heartbroken about the loss in
our community. We are here to support everyone
affected by the tornado now and in the weeks and
months ahead.

As | visited the tornado-impacted areas and spoke with
our neighbors, the outpouring of support for each other
is astonishing. There are people — who lost their own
home to the tornado — that helped their neighbor whose
home suffered minor damage. A reporter mentioned
that she was in Woodridge several times this week and
how Woodridge residents are amazing, kind, helpful, and
extremely welcoming. Neighbors helping neighbors is
what we do in Woodridge. Our community is resilient,
and these challenging times bring out the best in all of
us.

The Village Board, the Village of Woodridge, and | are so
grateful for volunteers, our first responders, public works
staff, mutual aid partners, and the outpouring of support
from our residents and business community. In addition,
our restaurants have provided meals throughout our
community for those impacted, volunteers, and
emergency responders — we are so thankful. Shortly after
the tornado, the Village put a call out for volunteers to
help distribute informational flyers to tornado-impacted
areas and check on their well-being. Quickly, we had
received dozens of volunteers to help canvass the
affected neighborhoods and check our neighbors' well-
being. Overall, the volunteers delivered more than 3,500
critical pieces of information to the people that needed it
the most.
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We are fortunate to have many agencies and non-profits
that are committed to our tornado recovery efforts. The
weekend after the tornado, our disaster response
partner, the American Red Cross, opened a Multi-Agency
Resource Center (MARC) at Jefferson Jr. High with 39
relief agencies. More than 1,000 people received
assistance. Please, if you need any help, know that we
are here to help you!
